3. Visa and Entry Requirements for Fiji 

 

 Visitors from most countries do not require a visa but some do.  Please check the Fiji 

Immigration Department Visa and Entry Requirements (www.immigration.gov.fj/) to determine your 

Visa or Entry Permit requirements, and the length of stay permitted in Fiji. You can also obtain further 

advice from your closest Fijian Diplomatic or Consular Mission. 

 

4. Currency and Credit Cards 

 

 The Fijian Dollar is pegged to the US$ at FJ$1.8 to US$1.  Fiji has a comprehensive 

ATM network and most establishments accept Credit Cards. 

 

5. Language 

 

 The official languages are English and Fijian (widely spoken in the service industry). 

 

6. Weather 

 

 Fiji has a warm tropical climate perfect for beachside holidays. Maximum temperatures 

rarely move out of the 31°C (88°F) to 26°C (79°F) range all year round. Southeast trade winds from 

March to November bring dry weather and the rainy season runs from December to April. On average 

there are 15 cyclones per decade, and two to four actually cause severe damage. They occur from 

November to April and with greatest frequency in January and February. There is more risk in the 

outlying northwest island groups.

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 Fiji does have a wet season, which is characterised by heavy, brief local showers and 

contributes most of the country’s annual rainfall. The wet season is normally from November to April and 

results from the southerly movements of the South Pacific Convergence Zone. Typically the smaller 

islands in Fiji receive less rainfall than the main Island with various amounts according to their location 

and size. Cyclones do occur in Fiji and are normally confined to wet season. 

 

 The best months for holidaying in regards to Fiji weather is late March through to early 

December. 

 

7. Electricity 
 

 Electricity is 220-240 volts, 50Hz. Most sockets accept primary socket type (Aust style 

AS-3112). 

 

8. Water 

 

 Water from public mains meets international health standards. Electric kettles are 

available in most hotels. Bottled water is readily available. 

 

9. Telephone 

 

 Public telephones accept coins, credit card or phone card. Phone cards can be purchased 

at convenience stores 

 

10. Time Zone 

 

 Fiji is twelve hours ahead of Greenwich Mean Time (UTC+12hrs + 1hr Daylight Savings 

to end of March).
